Since the Reformation, the doctrine of obedience for salvation 
has been set aside by those who teach “Sola Fidei, Sola             
Gratia, Sola Christos” (meaning “Solely by faith, Soley by 
Grace and Soley by Christ”,- a self-contradictory phrase by 
the dictionary definition of “solely”). Although the scriptures 
clearly teach that salvation is not by faith (or belief) only 
(James 2:14-26) and also that man’s whole purpose of               
existence is to obey God (Ecclesiastes 12:13-14), many refuse 
to see the necessity of man’s obedience in the Divine scheme 
of things which will determine our eternal destiny. 

The Chart makes the important point that the gospel (the good 
news that Jesus died for our sins, I Corinthians 15:3-4) must 
be obeyed and not merely believed. Indeed, Christians preach 
the gospel because there will be a judgment by God based on 
our works  (2 Corinthians 5:9-11, Matthew 25: 1-46).  

It must be stressed that our salvation is not earned by works of 
merit but it is ensured by works of obedience for which we 
cannot claim any merit or glory (Ephesians 2:8-10; Luke 17:9-
10) but without which we will be guilty of  disobedience.  

Concerning the point at which our obedience is complete to 
make as children of God, the scriptures in Romans 6:1-23  
emphise the importance of baptism in water for the remission 
of sins as an obedient “re-enactment” of the gospel,  comply-
ing with the command to “obey the gospel” (2 Thess. 1:8).
